In February 2004,
after playing for the Green Bay Packers, the Chicago Bears and the Washington
Redskins, Whuerffel retired from pro-football to work full-time for Desire Street
Ministries, and now serves as executive director and led the ministry’s transition
following Hurricane Katrina,

Shane Matthews played college football at the University of Florida under head
coach Steve Spurrier, setting a school record for career passing yards. Upon fin-
ishing his college career, he was signed in 1993 by the Chicago Bears. He most
recently played for the Miami Dolphins and officially retired from the NFL on

March 2, 2007. Later that year, Matthews was named head coach of the Florida
Team in The All American Football League®.
